The NANOLUME is equipped with Boca Flasher's CleanDim® technology ensuring an even
dimming from 0-100%. The NANOLUME can be fabricated with a range of color temperature choices, affording a multitude of
options. The housing is plastic resin mold with a durable finish making it temperature and abrasion resistant.
