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2. INSTALL FIXTURE INTO CLIPS

2a Place the notch on the clip into the first notch of the fixture. 2b Fixture will pivot on notch as it is pushed down.

2c Clip will securely snap into place. 2d If using the Swivel Clip or Arc Bracket loosen the screw where the
clip and swivel bracket meet to adjust angle of the fixture.
